SUBJECT TEMPORARY FISCAL YEAR 2021 AUTOMOBILE INSURANCE CARDS

Please be advised the 2020 insurance cards the Risk Management Program released with an effective date
of October 1, 2019 through October 1, 2020 are set to expire on October 1, 2020.

The COVID-19 Pandemic did not make matters any better for the Insurance Programs and the NN’s
renewal. Additionally, the uncertainty of the current Fiscal Year 2021 Budget’s approval in a timely manner,
the Risk Management Program will be releasing “Temporary Insurance Cards” (TIC). These TIC’s will be
valid from October 1, 2020 to October 31, 2020 (30 DAYYS).

In order to release TICs to your program the following must be completed:

e Submittal of a completed FY2021 Underwriting Exposure Summary Form. Must be received by
the RMP staff via email with no outstanding or missing information. You must have all required
information completed along with your asset inventory list with serial numbers for electronic
property.

This will allow programs an additional 30 days to process their Interdepartmental Charge Requisitions
(ICRs) and get them encumbered. Once premiums have been paid, RMP will release the year-long insurance
cards. The TICs will evidence coverage with effective dates of October 1, 2020 through October 31, 2020
(\Valid for 30-days Only).

Once we receive your completed UES, the Risk Management Program will review the UES packet. Upon
satisfactory completeness, your point of contact listed on the UES will be notified for document pick up
(Do not call the Risk Management Office). Once we make contact, the programs will need to make
arrangements to pick the temporary 30-days insurance cards.

Temporary Insurance Cards will not be released without the submittal of a Fiscal Year 2021 Underwriting
Exposure Summary, no exceptions. NOTE: Risk Management will not be processing vehicle “trade-outs”
during this period.
